Jaime "Jimmy" Monsod Reyes was born on January 4, 1940 in Las Pifnas,
Philippines and went with the Lord on September 1, 2025 in Fresno,
California.

Jimmy is the second child of Edmundo Reyes Sr. and Natividad Monsod. In
Manila, Philippines, he studied at St. Joseph Academy and later graduated
with a degree in civil engineering from Mapua Institute of Technology. He
served as a civil engineer in Makati, San Juan, and in Paranaque in Metro
Manila, where he worked closely with then-future Philippine President Joseph
Estrada.

An avid member of the Fresno community, Jimmy was active with the Filipino-
American Association, Knights of Columbus, and he was a past Worshipful
Master of the Legionarios Del Trabajo. He was a devoted Catholic, loved
gardening, dancing, music, Elvis Presley and The Beach Boys, dressing in
Ralph Lauren, driving his Corvette, and his favorite color was blue.

Jimmy's passing leaves a profound void in the lives of his loved ones — one
that time may soften, but can never truly be filled. He was humble, loving,
kind, helpful, smart, caring, dedicated, and very supportive of his family and
friends. The family will forever cherish the faith, guidance, and discipline their
father instilled in them — gifts that have shaped their lives and will continue to
guide them in his absence.
